
2024 PRAYER FOCUS: SALT & LIGHT 
25 Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for 

her, 26 that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, 27 that He 
might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but 

that she should be holy and without blemish. 28 So husbands ought to love their own wives as 
their own bodies; he who loves his wife loves himself. - EPHESIANS 5:25-28 

 
At a time when the family is under attack on so many levels, there is an urgent need for 
godly men who will set an example of the love of Christ - giving themselves for their wives 
as Christ gave himself for the church. Boys need godly models to follow, and young girls 
need to see what a godly husband is like so that they will not settle for anything less. It is 
difficult for families to be “Salt & Light” if they are not united in following Jesus. 
 

SEPTEMBER PRAYER FOCUS — PRAYING FOR FAMILIES

• Pray for an awakening in this country to the value and sanctity of marriage. 
• If you are married, pray for your spouse - pray for God’s blessing and protection. Pray 

the Lord will show you how to minister to them. 
• If you are single and desire to be married, pray the Lord will bring the right person into 

your life. Pray for patience to wait on the Lord and pray the Lord will fill you with His 
peace.

• Who are the children in your neighborhood who do not have good role models in their 
home? Pray for them and for their families. 

• Who are the young families in your church or community who are trying to figure out how to 
raise their children to trust Jesus? Pray for them. 

• Who are the students whose faith is being challenged at school? Pray for them. 



• Pray that those students who struggle with depression will find hope and peace through the 
word. Pray for families to be sensitive and compassionate toward students who are 
struggling with mental health issues.

• Who are the young couples in your world who are struggling with finances, raising children, 
and job stress? Pray that God will give them strength and courage and that He will remind 
them of His presence. 

• Pray that God will give strength and courage to missionary couples as they raise support, 
navigate a different culture, and seek ways to be the hands and feet of Jesus while still 
maintaining a strong family. 

• Pray for the families of pastors - pray especially that God will give the children who often 
feel they live life in a fishbowl strength to simply focus on Him.

PERSONAL REFLECTION - “But Ruth said: ‘Entreat me not to leave you, Or to turn back from 
following after you; For wherever you go, I will go; And wherever you lodge, I will lodge; Your 
people shall be my people, And your God, my God. Where you die, I will die, And there will I be 
buried. The LORD do so to me, and more also, If anything but death parts you and me’” (Ruth 1:16-
17). 

• Although this passage is not about marriage, pray that this kind of commitment will 
be reflected in the marriages in each of our churches. 

• Pray for a renewal of this kind of marriage commitment in America. 
• Pray that parents will take seriously the responsibility to model that commitment to 

their children. 
• Pray that parents will also take seriously the responsibility to disciple their children.
